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TRADE OF WESTERN AUSTRALIA.
Year ended 30th June, 1949.

In the following report all values are expressed in Australian currency and details in parenthesis
refer to 1947-48.

1. SumMmAry.

. The total value of trade rose from £98,551,011 in 194748 to £108,222,686 for 1948-49. The
increase of £9,671,675 was entirely due to higher external purchases which amounted to £52,628,846
(£42,819,781). Total exports, including ships’ stores, decreased from £55,731,230 to £55,593,840,
but the merchandise component rose from £51,903,380 to £55,593,840, as no gold bullion was
exported in 194849, compared with £3,827,850 in 1947-48. Ships’ stores increased from £1,236,80X
to 32’355’206, mainly due to increased purchases of fuel oil by vessels calling at Western Australian:
ports.

The year’s trading resulted in a favourable nominal balance of £2,964,994 (£12,911,449),
an adverse balance of £25,816,673 (£19,843,051) with the other Australian States being more than
offset by a credit balance of £28,781,667 (£32,754,500) with overseas countries—see also Table 9
for decennial summary of trade balances.

The trend in the value of the State’s trade over the past five years is shown in the following
table in which imports, exports and total trade are expressed as percentages of the corresponding
figures for 1938-39.

2. Imporms.

Total purchases from outside the State rose to £52,628,846 (£42,819,781). The increase of
£9,809,065 was spread almost equally between goods from the Eastern States (including those of
Overseas origin) valued at £30,591,245 (£25,664,477) and from overseas direct valued at £22,037,601
(£17,155,304).

Imports from the Sterling Area (including those from other Australian States) totalled
£45,288,607 (£34,778,453), the principal ex-Australian sources being the United Kingdom,
£11,625,088 (£7,679,413) ; India, £1,850,626 (£1,707,416); Malaya and Singapore, £916,019
(£170,397) ; Ceylon, £482,217 (£426,742). Goods purchased from the Dollar Area were valued
at £2,424,590 (£3,487,196) and were supplied principally by the United States of America,
£1,842,341 (£2,636,160) and Canada, £566,408 (£830,516). Purchases from Non-Sterling countries
outside the Dollar Area were valued at £4,915,649 (£4,554,132), and were mainly from Persia
(Iran), £1,697,907 (£1,705,349) ; Indonesia, £1,379,652 (£1,015,006) ; Sweden, £318,078 (£164,583)
and the Bahrein Islands, £205,667 (£413,667).-

The principal items for which increases were recorded during 1948-49 and their total Import
values were Confectionery, £549,778 (£306,576) ; Bags and Sacks, £1,365,087 (£1,148,149) ; Piece
Goods, £3,193,679 (£2,801,664) ; Boots and Shoes, £974,659 (£731,252) ; Apparel, £3,735,868
(£2,610,337) ; Oils, Fats and Waxes, £4,758,723 (£4,082,018) ; Machinery, £8,291,219 (£6,074,714) ;
Motor Cars and Trucks, £3,157,660 (£2,266,413); Pneumatic Tyres, £1,027,135 (£786,151);
Timber, £329,568 (£160,197).

3. EXPORTS.

The value level of the export trade of the State remained almost stationary during 1948-49.
Returns from wheat fell by £2,854,444 and no gold bullion was exported, but the leeway was
made up by greasy and scoured wool which, owing to higher prices and increased volume of exports,
earned an additional £4,912,920 for the State. Total exports, including ships’ stores, were valued
at £55,593,840 (£55,731,230), of which £50,819,268 (£49,909,804) represented consignments to
overseas countries and £4,774,572 (£5,821,426) sales to the Eastern States.
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Including all Ships’ Stores purchased by oversea and interstate vessels, exports to Sterling
Countries and other Australian States amounted to £38,334,886 (£40,021,003).  Principal oversea
customers in the Sterling Group were the United Kingdom, £21,747,166 (£20,396,519) ; India
and Pakistan, £3,950,886 (£6,172,124) ; Malaya and Singapore, £2,315,145 (£2,748,146) ; and
Ceylon, £1,398,767 (£2,168,210). Purchases by the United States of America were valued at
£2,810,776 (_£3,682,698), the total for the Dollar Group being £3,104,490 (£3,959,958) while exports
to Non-sterling countries outside the Dollar Group amounted to £14,154,464 (£11,750,269), import-
ant customers being Francs, £4,530,456 (£3,035,112); Egypt, £1,784,131 (£1,378,421) ; Italy,
£1,780,247 (£1,039,825) and Belgium, £1,650,615 (£1,727,737).

Notes on the principal items of export are set out hereunder :—

Wool, Greasy.—Continued strong oversea demand for Australian wool raised the State’s
average f.0.b. value of greasy wool exported to 51-28 pence per pound compared with 41-60 pence
in 1947-48. The higher prices ruling during 1948-49, coupled with a rise in the quantity exported

to 85,919,353 Ib. (80,204,830 Ib.), resulted in a total export value of £18,358,654 compared with
£13,900,549 in 194748,

Principal buyers were the United Kingdom, 34,684,468 Ib. valued at £7,645,994 ; France,
16,182,328 1b., £3,154,187 ; the United States of America, 8,204,515 Ib., £2,196,900 ; Belgium,

gb%%&g?f lb., £1,296,726 ; - Italy, 5,848,749 1b., £1,123,313 ; and the Soviet Union, 4,442,811 lb.,

Wool, Scoured and Carbonised.—Although the volume of scoured wool exported fell from
16,072,580 1b. in 194748 to 13,588,435 1b. in 1948-49, the average f.0.b. value per pound rose to
56-10 pence (40-64 pence) and the total export value to £3,176,250 (£2,721,435).

T}le United Kingdom purchased 7,791,770 1b. valued at £1,769,401 and France, the next
most important customer, took 2,639,667 lb. for £667,115.

Wheat.—The average f.0.b. value per bushel dropped from 17s. 6-08d. in 1947-48 to 15s.
3:24d. in the year under review. Although the total export of 18,401,445 bushels was only
slightly lower than the previous year’s 19,311,618 bushels, weaker prices resulted in a fall of
£2,854,444 in wheat earnings which totalled £14,049,810 (£16,904,254).

Purchases by the United Kingdom amounted to 10,870,755 bushels valued at £8,097,994
and accounted for more than half the State’s wheat exports. The only other important customers
were India, 3,827,103 bushels valued at £3,249,810 and Egypt, 2,589,580 bushels for £1,768,381.

Flour.—Export trade in flour remained fairly steady at the previous years’ level, the total
being 2,624,056 centals (2,799,915 centals) valued at £5,258,078 (£5,663,154).

Ceylon, which was again the principal market for flour, was provided with 648,432 centals
valued at £1,294,017. The United Kingdom, which in 1947-48 did not receive any flour from
this State, took 595,238 centals valued at £1,068,993. Other important purchasers were Aden,
397,790 centals for a value of £838,977 ; Palestine, 367,736 centals, £744,758 ; Malaya and Singa-
pore, 263,787 centals, £517,868 ; and Lebanon, 216,552 centals valued at £517,476.

Timber.—The super footage of timber exported fell from 43,349,146 in 194748 to 38,378,531
in 1948-49. The decreases in the quantity sent out of the State was almost entirely due to con-
traction of supplies to the United Kingdom which received 3,065,163 super feet valued at £119,131
compared with 8,307,588 super feet for £288,266 in the previous year. Supplies to the Eastern
States were maintained at almost the same level as in 194748 and totalled 24,719,972 super feet

(24,899,826 super feet), of which 19,764,688 super feet (18,655,272 super feet) went to South
Australia.

The total value of timber sent to the Eastern States was £474,418 (£448,686) and exports
to oversea countries realised £534,880 (£673,263),

Apples.—140,137 centals of Apples valued at £253,552 were exported to the United Kingdom,
40,320 centals valued at £122,976 to Malaya and Singapore, 39,723 centals for £79,700 to the
Eastern States and 38,5635 centals for a value of £75,868 to Sweden,

Total exports were 281,945 centals (292,765 centals) for a value of £580,665 (£594,374).

Fish.—The figures for this item reveal a remarkable growth over the post-war period in the
State’s external trade. In 194849 exports totalled 4,054,163 Ib. valued at £506,365 compared
with 2,230,065 1b. valued at £217,989 in 1947-48 and only 62,098 Ib. for £1,705 in 1938-39.

The 194849 total includes 1,683,299 1b. of fish preserved by cold process valued at £298,356,
of which 1,239,683 1b. valued at £244,612 was sent to the United States of America.

Customs Act. From the 15th November, 1947, following an amendment to the Act, the 10 per cent. addition has been
eliminated and Oversea Imporits have been valued in Australian currency F.0.B. Port of Shipment. In this Register
all Oversea Imports are valued on the revised basis (values for the periods prior to 15th November, 1947, being re-com-

puted) and, as Interstate Imports and all Exports have always been recorded in Australian curreney, the values through-
out are now expressed in uniform terms.
