AUSTRALIAN CHAMPIONSHIPS OF 1960-61

The biennicl Marathon Championship of Australia was held
on June #th 1960 with the start znd finish at Dolomore Oval,
Mentone, Victeria, and on the following day the biennizl 50
Kilometres Aoad Walking Championship of Australis started and
finished at the same ovel. The weather on both days was ldeal,
with bright sunshine, a tempersture of 60°, and no wind.

Both days of the Track and Fleld Champlionships of
hustralin, held at Lang Park, Brisbane on March &th and S5th
1961 were favoured with fine and pleasant weather, Competitors
in the 100 yards, 120 yards hurdles, 220 yards hurdles and long
Jjump on the First Day and in the 220 yerds on the Second Day
were favoured by a I{th following wind, though its velocity was
less than the 2 metres per second required to invalidate records.

Brisbane was unable to provide Steeplechase facilities,
and the 3000 Metres Steeplechase Championship of Australia was
held on January 21st 1961 in good weather conditions at the
Sydney Athletic Field, New South Wales,

The Decathlon Championship of Australia was held on
March 11th and 12th 1961 at Bathurst Sperstground, Cuthurst,N.S.W.
