Although this is my second Report as
President of Tennis Australia, it is the first
covering a full period of rwelve months as
President. 1990 was one of our most en-
couraging years in terms of Tennis Auvstralia
Development programs. The hard work from
the coaches and players has continued to
contribure to the success of such programs as
McDonald's Junior Tennis Australia, BP
Achievers' and the Australian Institute of
Sport,

The highligh: of the year was undoubredly
the very fine performance by the BP Austral-
ian Davis Cup Team. Although unseeded,
they reached the final where they performed
most creditably against the powerful United
States Team on the unfamiliar slow indoor
clay courr in St. Petersburg. The Australian
Team demenstrated to the world that they
can perform as well when plaving away on
clay as they do at home on grass.

The 1990 Ford Australian Open was an
outstancding success. In an exeiting year on
the world circuit when all four Grand Slam
Championships for both men and women
were wan by different players, the Australian
was the only one where the world’s number
one ranked players, Ivan Lendl and Steffi
Graf, were victorious as bath retained-their
ritles.

Off the court, the value of the 1990 Ford
Australian Open to the Victorian economy
was caleulated by the National Institure of
Economic Research as somewhere between
$34 million and $38 million. In employment
terms, the Open created the full rime

equivalent of somewhere berween 980 and

1330 jobs. In addirion, the Ford Australian
Open, more than any other event, puts
Melbourne high on the world’s sporting
calendar.

As the game of tennis continues to prosper
world-wide, the international circuit deliv-
ered in 1990 the changes proposed the
previous vear, In the men’s game, the ATD
TOUR had a successful inaugural year de-
spite criticism of the “best-of 14” computer
ranking system, the sanctioning of appeas-
ance money and a spate of first round losses
by highly seeded players. The women's tour
welcomed the appearance of a non-cigarette
company as all tournaments came under the

umbrella of Krafr General Foods. The Grand

Siam Cup survived [2 months of contro-
versy to be quite successful and will prob-
ably be able to accommodate women as well

from 1991,
Tennis Australia was able to increase its

profit from $20,037 last year to $132,781
this vear, the highest since 1986. This has
cnabled the Association to make a cash
distribution o the States {excluding the usual
coaching and administration grants) for the
first rime since 1983, Sponsorship support
remains firm with our two major develop-
ment sponsors, BP and McDonald’s, both
renewing for another three years.

The past year has heen very busy and

Economic Impact Seudy

The Naziona! Tennis Centre Trust and the
Melbourne Qlympic Candidarure 1996
commissioned an Economic Impact Stucy of
the 1990 Ford Australian Open. This inde-
pendent research was carried out by the Na-
tional Institute of Economic and Industry
Research.

The Report showed that the Ford Austral-
ian Open increased the Vicrorian Gross Srare
Product by between 534 million and $58
million and increased Vicrorian employrent
by between 980 and 1330 full-time posi-
tians in annoal equivalent rerms.

The tourism industry was a major recipi-

ent from the Ford Australian Open. The

report showed thar the Open attracred
10,700 additional interstate visitors and
2,800 additional overseas visitors ro Victo-
ria. Together they generated 13,000 addi-
tional visitor nights in Vicroria.

Intangible benefits cannor be quantified in
the above assessment. Quite clearly the Ford
Ausrralian Open enhances awareness of Vic-
toria and Australia as a tourist destination
and exploits Melbourne’s position as the
sporting capital of Australia,

After fighting so hard last
year simply to retain irs place
in the World Group for the
1990 Davis Cup by NEC Compertition, the
unseeded Australian Team this year almost

stole the Cup from its more fancied oppo-
nents.

In the opening round, Australia played
France on the lawn courts of Royal King's
Parl, Perth. The highly regarded French team
of Yannick Noah, Henri Leconte and Guy
Forget were in fine form, especially Noah
who had won the N.S.W, Open and resched
rhe semi-final of the Australian Qpen.

Henri Leconte struck the opening blow
for France when he defeated Darren Cahill
in straight sers. Masur levelled the rie by
defeating Naozh in five thriliing sets and the
sell-aut crowd now knew rthey were atzend-
ing one of the grear ties in Davis Cup play.
Cash and Fitzgerald played superb rennis to
defeat Noah and Forger in the doubles to
give Australia a two-one lead. On the final
day, Wally Masur displaying a whole new
composure in Davis Cup play, defeated Henri
Leconie, also in five sees, and Australia was
through to the second round. Yannick Noah
deteated Darren Cahill in che dead rubber in
a most enjoyable march,

The second round was played jusc six
weeks later on the grass court ar Mitron,
Brisbane. New Zealand was the surprise
opponent following its defear of the sceded
Yugoslav team in the first round. Wally
Masur again displayed his newly found ex-
cellence in Davis Cup competition winning
both singles while John Fitzgerald, some-

&
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what surprisingly, lost both his singles.
Darren Cabill and Mark Kratzmana won
the all important doubles and Australia was
again a semi-finalist.

In the semi-final, Australia played Argen-
tina, who had defeated the top seeds and
current titlcholders, West Germany. How-
ever, on the fast grass at Whire Ciry, Sydney,
the Australian team continued their fine form
and defeated their more highly ranked op-
ponenis by five rubbers to nil. However, the
match was much closer than the score indi-
cated. On the opening day, Wally Masur
recovered from two sets to love down to win
in five sers against Martin jaite to keep in-
ract his Davis Cup record which now ex-
tended to seven successive singles vicrories.
Darren Cahill and Mark Kratzmann were
raken to 13-13 in che fifth set before winning
an incredible doubles match. On the other
hand, Pat Cash dropped just 11 ganes in his
two singles matches to demonstrate again
that he is one of the best grasscourt plavers
in the world.

In the other half, the USA won a thrilling
semi-final 3-2 against Austria in Vienna when
Michael Chang recovered from a two set
deficit in the final singles to defear Horst
Skoff in five sets in a match spread over two
days. This ser up a final berween the two
stalwarts of Davis Cap play, the USA and
Australia, to be played acr St Petersburg,
Florida. Controversy surrounded the match
when the USTA failed to announce the court
surface within the time regulations, despite
an extension of time. When the surface was
announced, it tarned our ro be imparted
European clay. Australia protested success-

fully thar this was outside the regulations
and the USTA changed to an American
equivalent. A second protest that this was
still outside the regulations, as there were
no courts of the same surface readily
available in Amertca, was dismissed by
the ITF. The USTA also sparked contro-
versy over the hours of play selected for
each day. The ITF refused to inrervene,
but has since inrroduced regulations o
prohibit a repear of the unsatisfactory
hours of play adopted for the 1990 final.

It is now history that Australia lost the
final by three rubbers 1o two, with ouor
rwo victories coming in the dead rubbers
on the final day, Playing in his firse Davis
Cup match ever, voung Tasmanian,
Richard Fromberg, led Andre Agassi by
two sets bo one and with a lietle bir of lucl
might have pulled off an upset victory in
the opening singles match. If he had won,
how different the tie might have been.
However, he lost, as did Darren Cahill
against Michael Chang and Cash and
Fitzgerald in the doubles, and the Davis
Cup had returned to the USA for the first
time since 1982,

The meritorious performance by the
Austealians chis year, nor just in the three
successful grass court matches in Australia,
bur also en the stow clay in America in the
final, demonstrates that Australia will
continue to be a major force in the Davis
Cup at any venue and on any surface.

BP Australia continued as sponsor of
the Australian team and its support is most
appreciated, The sponsorship has been re-
newed for another three years.

The overseas concept has long been a fea-
ture of Australian tennis and has proved
beneficial by providing players with a sup-
port system, as well as the guidance of a
coach.

Richard Fromberg ~ Richard had an our-
standing vear improving his singles ranking
from 126 to 32. In ATP Tour events, he was
runper-up in Singapore and won in Bologna
and Bastad. He also won the doubles at
Schenectady.

In December 1990, he made his Davis Cup
debue in the Davis Cup final against the
United Stares in Florida. On day one, he lost
to Andre Agassi in an outstanding match in
five sets and on the third day he defeated
Michael Chang,

At the conclusion of 1990, he was Aus-

tralia’s No. 1 male ranked player.

Todd Woodbridge — Todd also had an
excelient year improving his singles ranking
from 131 to 50, and his doubles ranking from
outside the top 150 to 25.

Inthe ATP Tour, he won doubles events at
Casablanca and Brisbane, and ir singles he
was runner-up at Newhaven and a semi-
finalist in the Australian Indoor Champion-
ships in Sydney.

Johan Anderson — Johan suffered illness
throughout the year and his singles ranking
dropped from 101 to 174. However, he did
reach the quarter finals in singles at ATP Tour

events in Casablanca and Cairo.

Neil Borwick - Throughout the year, Neil
worked hard to improve his game although
his singles computer ranking remained rela-
tively static from an opening ranking of 162
to an end of year ranking of 189.

Rachel McQuillan ~ Rachel performed
creditably throughout 1990, lifeing her sin-
gles ranking from 79 to 39.

These performances led her to becoming
the No. 1 ranked Australian female player at
the end of 1990.
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In singles, she was runner-up in Brishane
and reached rhe last 16 of the Australian
Open, and in doubles was runner-up in the
Pan Pacific Event.

Her performances also led to her being
included in our Federation Cup Team for the

first time.

Kristin Godridge — A year of outstanding
improvement in both singles and doubles for
Kristin. In singles, she moved from 341 to
120, and in doubles from 304 to 77 by
consistent performances throughout the vear,
Singles highlights included being a quarter
finalist in Brishane and Moscow, and win-
ning the doubles events at the US Junior
Championships and Clarins Open in Paris.

As for Rachel, Kristin was also selected in
the 1990 Federation Cup Team for the first

time.

Kristine Radford — Kristine had an unfor-
runate year with injury and illness. As a

McDonald’s Junior Tennis

Australia is the official junior

development program of
Tennis Australia which provides a hierarchical
structure through which players progress.

The program is now ‘bearing fruit’. Gradu-
ates of rhe program, such as Todd
Woodbridge, Richard Fromberg, Johan
Anderson, Nicole Provis and Rachel
McQuillan, are having an impact on the
world tennis scene.

These players are now recognised as prod-
ucts of the MJTA Program, which obviously
has a significant impact on their rennis devel-

opment.

Tennis is a very extensive and competitive
international industry and there are approxi-
mately 80 countries which haveserious player
development programs, with many spending
more per capita than Australia, For our young
Australian plavers to succeed in this highly
competitive environment is a difficule assign-

ment,

The MJTA Program provides a strong in-
frastructure whick offers a path from grass
roots tennis in the schools or the local elub to
a place ar the Australian Institure of Sport
{AIS) or one of Tennis Australia’s post junior
programs. There is a definite progression a
player can follow from a school’s program,
passibly involving a modified version of the
game {Ace Tennis), through development
squads, talent squads and state squads ro the
AlS.
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Some Srates now have links with State
Institutes of Sport and players can take ad-
vantage of the specialist services (for exam-
ple, sporss science, Institute coaches, facilities
and funding) that the government can pro-
vide.

Tennis Australia was delighted when, to-
wards the end of 1990, McDonald’s Family
Restaurants decided to continue to support
Tennis Australia’s Development Program with
a sponsorship renewal for a further three
years.

McDonald’s very significant sponsorship
of the Program (1991 will be the seventh year
of the sponsorship} will be of tremendous
benefit to all junior tennis players in Aus-
rralia, as it will be to the general welfaze of
the game.

In 1990, the McDonald’s sponsorship was
in turn marched by Tennis Australia. The
MJTA Program’s other sponsors were the
Australian Sporrs Commission, Coca-Cola
and NEC.

MJTA Program highlights included:

o A new Player Development Board was es-
tablished and John Newcombe was ap-
pointed Chairperson. The Board will ex-
amine the full spectrum of player develop-
ment, including schools programs and post
junior programs,

o 1n 1990, there were 132 prestigious MJTA
National Points Tournaments. This repre-
sents a 43% Increase in tournaments since
1987,

o 20 International Tennis Associations were
represented at the 199G Australian Junior
championships, compared to 12 in 1989,

o In 1990, M]TA touring teams comprising
26 players played in nine different nations
- Unired Kingdom, France, Germany, Italy,
Belgium, Netherlands, USA, Japan and
Hong Kong,.

Each player makes a financial contribution
to the cost of an overseas rour.

¢ The National Director of Coaching, Denis
Colette, conducred a number of MJTA
conching seminars, which involved over
300 participants.

s NEC continued its support of the NEC
Junier Tennis Fund, and 321,000 was
awarded in scholarships during 1990,

o The marketing of the MJTA Program was
increased with mass coaching clinics in-
volving identities such as Pat Cash, a media
day to announce the spensorship renewal,
MJTA features in souvenir programs,
MeDonald's player profiles for the media,
increased ideatification on players and a
series of coaching resources. Over 600
MJTA press clippings were generated in
1990.

During the Australian Open, an economic
impacr study was undertaken to assess the
cconomic contribution of the event ro
Victoria.

The findings were impressive revealing
that the event contributed berween $34
million and %58 million to the state
cconomy, created the equivalent of 980 full-
time jobs within Victoria and areracted
10,700 addirional interstate visitors and
2,800 additional overseas visitors.,

A busy concert schedule followed the

tentyis with successful performances by Elton

John, Kylie Minogue, ClLiff Richard, Phil

Collins, Fleerwood Mac, Midnight Qil, Eric
Clapron, Cher, Jimmy Barnes and many
others during the vear.

There were many highlights, bur the most
memaorable evenr and a first for the venue,
was the presentation  of Bizet’s opera
Carmen by the Victoria State Qpera and

Classical Productions.

The four performances of this amazing
event were staged in May to a total audience
of 52,000, The production featured a cast
af 400 led by the renown Maria Ewing as
Carmen. All available space in the venue
was utilised by the cast and crew. There
were 1,600 costames and thousands of
props ineluding a carriage and 7 horses, The
stage itself was a technical fear covering
13005 metres and weighing 100 tonnes.

Carmen was a great success and proved
once again the excellent acoustics and the
suitability of the venue for opera,

Other highlights included Placido
Domingo in concert with julia Migenes in
September, and the rerurn to the Melbourne
stage of John Farnham for eight fabulous
concerts prior to Christmas, Both events
were attended by enthusiastic capaciry
crowds.

Sport also featured during 1990 with the

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The AIS Tennis Program based

in Canberra, has been estab-

lished since the inception of
the AIS in 1981,

The program invelves on-court Tennis ses-
sions, off-court physical training and psy-
chology, which is incorporated into the pro-
gram. The facilities at the AlS are first class,
and the athletes are able to urilise sports
science and medical facilities. Education is of
prime importance and deemed vital ro the
overall development of each individual ath-
lete, and is therefore an integral part of the
program.

Players are selected based on national re-
sults, attitudes on and off court and willing-
ness to sirive to achieve their full potential.
The AIS, in consolidation with Tennis Aus-
tralia, conducts talent identification camps
each year. These are designed to ler athletes
experience the environment of the AIS, and
are used as a pointer to furure scholarships at
the AIS.

1990 saw the emergence of our once junior
players climbing the ranks of the senior lad-
der. This has been led by Richard Fromberg
and current scholarship holder, Todd
Woodbridge, currently ranked I and 3 re-
spectively in Australia. These players both
made their Davis Cup debur in the past 12
months, as with Kristin Godridge, who wasa
member of the Federation Cup Team.

There were many personal successes dur-

ing 1990. A few highlights are as follows:

Chris Kachel was appointed in
April to take the role of Head Coach of the
AIS. The other coaches are Peter Campbell,
Des Tyson and Natalia Leipus. 1990 saw the
mtroduction of a new apprentice coach pro-
gram. Karen Deed underzook the opportu-

nizy to develop further her coaching career

under this system and was an asser to the
program. Geoff Damm continued with the
physical conditioning of the players, with
Karen's assistance, whilst psychologists, feff
Bond and Mark Spargo, worked on the men-

tal coaching area, on and off court, with the

The
ground still helds the world record crowd
in attendance for a tennis march of 25,578
in 1954 when Australia played USA. in a
Davis Cup match.

The Holden N.5.W. Open is currently at-
tracting crowds of approximately 39,500 over
the weel: of the tournament, where patrons
are able to see some of the world’s great
tennis players in action.

There is, of course, rremendous history
involved with the New South Wales Tennis
Association’s 100 yvears of achievements and
the past and present administrators, as well
as the players, can all take pride in being part
of the success that the Association is currently

enjoying.
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It is worth noting rhat the New South
Wales Tennis Assaciation Limited is one of
the strongest sporting organisations in this
counzry, as it owns grounds, stands, club-
house and other additional assets worth mil-
lions of dollars.

VICTORIAN TENNIS ASSOCIATION

A boost was given to tennis in Victoria
during the year with its inclusion as onc of the
13 sports in the Victorian new Institute of
Sport Program,

Vicroria's elite squad of juniors will receive
financial assistance for tournamenss and in-
tensive coaching from the V.15 head coach,
Peter McNamara, Victorian State Coach,
John McCurdy and their own personal
coaches,

The merger between the V.1.5 and V.T.A
programs aims fo extract from the
individuals their full potential so that they
can develop into prominent world tour
players of the future.

The elite squad is part of Victoria’s strong
McDonald’s Junior Tennis Australia pro-
gram. During the year, Victoria reaped the
rewards fraom the program, winning three of
the four individual titles at the 14's and 167s
National Championships and four of the
eight Interstate Teams' competition trophies.

State Pennant had a record number of
eniries in 1990 with 232 Women’s teams and
645 Men'’s. Mark Woodforde represented
Dingley Tennis Club during the season and
used the competition to gain vital maschplay

before re-entering the international circuit,

With 21,850 children participating in the
Quit program throughous the year, the tennis
future of Victoria is certainly looking bright.

The Scuth Australian Tennis Association
ushered in the new decade by staging the first
event of the newly established TBM/ATP
Men's Tour. Appropriately, the “Australian
Men's Hardeourt Tennis Championship”
offered irs largest prizemoney since its
ingeption in 1938 viz. US $ 150,000,

The high profile beginning to the year set
the scene for other pivortal changes, both
organisationally and otherwise.

In an historic meeting in June, the
Association adopted a revised Constitution
which effecrively changed the management
of Tennis in South Australia.

A new board of seven (7} persons was
created, providing opportunities for the
appointment of “outside expertise” in key
areas viz, finance, marketing, aimed at aiding
the development of the game.

Junior Development, in particular, was the
major winaer in the announcement in
September of a grant of $300,000 from
Foundation 5.A. About two thirds of the
funding will be directed towards a Schools’
program. The aim of this scheme is to bolster
numbers ar the introductory level and to
provide better opportunities to those wishing
to “try their hand™ arone of Australia’s great

games.
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South Australia’s pacesetting elite training
program, conducted through the very
successful South Australian Sports Institute,
continued to gain momentum when an
additional full time coach was added to the
program.

Those involved in the junior field were
encouraged by the resules achieved by Louise
Stacey, who won the Canadian Girls' ritle,
was runner-up in the Australian Girls and a
quarter-finalist in the US Junior Girls. Her
effores resulted in an end of year LT.F. world
ranking of 3.

Qur continued heavy sponsorship
involvement with Foundation South Australia,
the South Australian Sperts Institute and the
McDonald's Junior Tennis Australia program
should result in furcher achievements equal
to, or better than, those achieved by Louise
Stacey.

The international line-up of visitors gave
Perth added status, and all the overseas offi-
cials were full of praise for the event,

Philippe Chatrier, the President of the In-
ternational Tennis Federation and a proud
Frenchman keen to see his country do well,
was gracious in defear, acknowledging the
great courage of the lower-ranked Australian
team and the fighting Aussie spirit,

Afteranabsence of three years, WA players
were able to pirtheir ralents against interstaze
and international plavers when the WA Open,

spomsored by the Commonwealth Banl, re-
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rurned to Royal King's Park in November,

Coaching and Administration tours were
undertaken to the Kimberley and Pilbara
areas, and Level “O” Coaching Courses were
conducted in outlying areas North, East and
South of Perth,

The importance of eszablishing greater
coaching depth, and increasing the number of
people in the country areas who are aware of
currenteoaching technique and methods, will
